Sustainability in Ops and Services 
 

This update will be distributed to city staff quarterly and will highlight city activities that support our internal and 
community sustainability goals.  In the near future, the city will be releasing its internal sustainability strategy 
(currently under review), outlining in detail the city’s sustainability goals and related action plan to meet state, 

regional, and community mandates and expectations. 

We held our first public sustainability forum on 
March 25 and will hold three more through June. 
 
Join us at the next forum on Monday, April 15 at 
the City Library at 6:30 pm. 
 

The first educational forum was attended by over 120 
community members and engaged the audience 
around several key sustainability topics: 
 

1. Why does sustainable development matter? 
We have damaged our planet and regardless 
of our beliefs of how we got there, there is real 
evidence of trouble ahead.  
 

2. What is the role of a community and what can 
Beaverton do? ~ Real change needs to 
happen in communities like this. 
 

3. Climate Change? ~ You don’t have to believe 
in climate change to believe in the solutions.  

 

4. What can you do? Your individual actions 
matter ~ take the “iPledge”.  
 

5. Do we need new ways of thinking? ~ Together 
we must decide what kind of community we 
want for our families—and what we want to 
leave to our children and grandchildren.
